The University has made its reputation by maintaining a
high standard of education and research.
The foundation of SNU in 1946 marked the first national university in modern
Korean history. Originally, the university was composed of one graduate school
and nine colleges, with 491 faculty members and 4,500 students. Today, the
university is comprised of 16 colleges, 9 specialized graduate schools, 1 graduate
school, and 134 research institutes and other supporting facilities with 3,459

faculty members and 28,011 students.

The mission of Seoul National University in the current area 1s to create a
vibrant intellectual community between students and scholars. As Korea's
leading university, Seoul National University i1s committed to diversifying its
student body and faculty, fostering global exchange programs, and promoting

outstanding research in all fields of studies.

SNU was ranked 47" in 2009 QS World University Rankings. Also, it ranked 50
in terms of the number of CEOs in the world's 500 leading companies,
according to the research conducted by the Ecole des Mines de Paris(Mines
Paris Tech). SNU now works towards becoming one of the top ten universities in
the world by 2025.

1) Academic records and various awards attained in high school will be

considered for the admissions decision, if submitted.

— Standardized tests and other indicators of academic achievement: B
Diploma, IB Certificate, AP, SAT, AICE, AEA, etc.

— Official letter or other supporting document by the high school that
indicate the applicant's class rank or percentile (if not stated in
applicant's academic transcript)

2)  Official document of school profile(s), issued by the applicant's high school

or by the government body, Ministry of education, will be considered in the
admissions decision. The introductory document may include information;
curriculum, availability of advanced learning course, size of student body,
grade distribution of enrolled students, distribution of standardized test
performance, student selection process (admissions requirements, etc.), ratio
of students pursuing tertiary education, and the quality of relevant

institutions.



4. Admissions Criteria
Admissions decisions are based on the candidate's academic achievement

and potential, as well as his or her personal accomplishments.

The admissions committee reviews a comprehensive set of criteria; records
of past studies such as grade point average(GPA), study plan, personal
statement and letters of recommendation. Other achievement records and
specific qualifications such as language proficiency are also taken into
consideration. The candidate’s application is reviewed in the context of the
level of studies completed, quality of achievements, and characteristics of
institutions  attended. Finally, the appropriateness of the applicant’s
academic goals and the suitability of preparation for the proposed program

of studies are assessed.

Interviews, examinations, and/or additional documents may be required,
based on the academic policy of the specific college or department. If the
applicant is applying for the College of Fine Arts, the College of Music or
the Department of Physical Education, the applicant will be notified

individually as necessary.
