Credit Regulation

Undergraduate students can acquire 17 to 21 credits in one semester according to the regulations of each college or department. However, if the student’s GPA over the past 2 semesters (summer and winter sessions not included) is at least 3.3, or if it is determined to be necessary, students may be allowed exceed the credit limit of the department and take up to 21 credits during a semester. Students must obtain approval from their academic advisor and department head in advance to do so.
