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Studies in Broadcasting
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This course introducing students to methods of read-
ing and conducting research in the broadcasting fields
with particular reference to the area of broadcasting reg-
ulation and audience behavior in a rapidly changing
global multimedia environment. The course looks at the
nature of broadcasting, the functions of broadcasting in-
stitution, the history of transformations in media struc-
ture and the regulations that help define broadcasting's
place in society. Over the course of the semester we
will explore different theoretical perspectives on the role
and power of broadcasting in society in influencing our
social values, political beliefs, identities and behaviors. At
our first meeting, each participant will sign up for a
class presentation on a theme suggested by our com-
mon readings. Presentations will take into account re-
quired and supplemental reading for each class session.
In addition, students are expected to read carefully the
required readings for each week, and come to class pre-
pared to share thoughtful questions and comments with
the group.

Lastly, each seminar member will prepare a final pa-
per of approximately fifteen to twenty pages in length.
Through the readings, lectures, and discussions as well
as their own writing and oral presentations, students will
have multiple opportunities to engage with critical de-
bates in the field as well as explore the role of broad-
casting media in society.
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Theories of Communication
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This seminar course reviews various communication
theories at different levels: individual, organizational, and
societal. Putting emphasis on the importance of con-
ceptualization in scientific inquiry, it aims to help stu-
dents understand various theoretical concepts that are

necessary in writing a thesis.
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Research Methods of Communication
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This compulsory course introduces basic principles of
scientific research and provides research experience for
students. Specifically, it reviews and discusses various
topics such as characteristics and procedure of scientific
research, conceptualization and measurement, scales and
indexes, typical data gathering methods in empirical
communication research, statistical analysis of data, etc.
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Critical Theories of Communication
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This course is to survey broad range of critical com-
munication theories in the context of global and local
societies. Students will have chances to reflect and apply
theoretical concepts to the issues and problems they are
interested in. In addition, strong emphasis will be laid
on training of thesis writing.
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Topics in Communication Theories
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This course examines different topics every year by
introducing recent theoretical development and issues in
communication studies. Previous topics include discourse
analysis, communication policy, pragmatics, and the pub-
lic sphere
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Theories of Persuasive Communication
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This course aims to equip students with a thorough
understanding of fundamental functions and effects of
persuasion. Students will be introduced to the basic con-
cepts of social influence and several theoretical ap-
proaches to the study of attitude/behavior change. They
will also examine how various factors (e.g., communica-
tor, audience, message, and channel) moderate the so-
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cial influence processes in different communication con-
texts (e.g., interpersonal, media campaign).
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Media Industry Analysis
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The main focus of this course is on studying the in-
dustry and policy oriented aspects of various media such
as over-the-air broadcasting, cable, satellite, IPTV, inter-
net, telecommunications, news papers, etc.. This course
will help students study the converging digital media
technology, service, market, industry and policy.
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International Communication
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This course deals with the nature of international
communications and its effect on human life.
International communications consists of a variety of
border-crossing phenomena such as culture, people as
well as materials through media. Students will examine
global and local communications and information flows
and their impact upon the globe and regions.
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Studies in Media Ethics and Law
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The course deals with the press freedom and respon-
sibility from the perspective of social science. The for-
mation and change of press laws reflects the conflict
and reconciliation among political powers. Revolution of
communication technology resulted in media fusion which
in turn raises a problem of legal fusion regarding media
laws. These issues are discussed in the class. Also re-
views the influence of current deregulation trends on
media law system.
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Seminar in Media Studies
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Our class objective is to discuss recent theoretical is-
sues in the field of media studies. Sub-titles of the class
in the past were “Journalism and Public Opinion” and A
Seminar on E-Democracy. The topics covered include the
role of journalism in forming public opinions; opinion
cognition; poll research; definitions ofe-democracy; re-
lated theories and practices; policy issues of
e-democracy.
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Studies in Mass Communication Culture
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The class will look into the role of media in historical
formation of Korean modernities. Historical Cultural
Studies will explore socio-cultural processes of modernity
formations in terms of media and communication. Rather
than reading western theories about modernity, this
class will cover various research helpful to explain and
reflect the past and present situation of Korea
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Statistical Methods of Communication
Research
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In this class, advanced and intermediate statistical
analysis techniques most widely used in mass communi-
cation research are examined and conduct the actual da-
ta analysis using the techniques covered in the class.
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Semiotics and Discourse Analysis
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This class teaches students the basics of semiotic
methodologies for communication and cultural studies,
including produced and lived text/culture. Students will
also apply these semiotic approaches to their research.
Main topics will be discourse theory/methodology and
text/hypertext theory.
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Studies in Korean Communication History
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The course aims to provide historical understanding
about the practice and thought of Korean journalism.
Also discusses historical and ideological implications of

various media issues in contemporary Korean society.

Studies in Political Communication
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In this course, students examine recent developments
in theories of political communication and apply theoret-
ical ideas and models to understanding political proc-
esses in Korean society. Students are encouraged to
conduct an empirical study on issues such as political
media use, socialization, opinion expression, attitudes,
voting and group activities.

The Research of Information Society
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The purpose of this course is to explore contemporary
debates on Information Society. The class examine the
relationships between IT and society from the social and
political perspectives, especially focusing on an economic
analysis of the IT industry and its cultural/ideological ef-
fects, and changes in the international communications
environment. Students are expected to submit weekly re-
ports and engage in group discussions on the issues

Studies in Advertising
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In modern societies, advertisements link consumers
with new products. This class reviews various theories
on advertising and analyses them to reveal their so-
cial/economic influences in modern society. Emphasis will
be on persuasive effects and attitude changes as well as
on production of actual ads. Each session will consist of
group discussions based on weekly reports made by the
students.
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Studies in Journalism
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The course aims to develope student's ability of crit-
ical analysis about journalism by reviewing the pro-
duction and reception processes of printed and broadcast
news in relation with the social conditions of news
media. Students are expected to analyze the relationship
between the press and the state as well as the capital,
based upon their knowledge of communication theory
and methods. Also reviews the role of news agencies,
social characteristics of news, process of gate-keeping,
professionalism and socialization of reporters, etc.
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Communication Policy
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This class introduces the basic policy objectives, policy
organizations and policy measures on the major commu-
nication media. This class will also go over specific com-
munication policy cases in Korea. Through analysis of
the various policy problems that arise from the new
communications practices, students will be able to refine
critical viewpoints on the desirable condition of social
communication and how to realize it.
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This course is intended to provide the student with
the basic skills needed to do qualitative research in
mass communication research. Qualitative research is re-
search that focuses on understanding, rather than pre-
dicting or controlling phenomena. The qualitative method
features include: developing research ideas and treat-
ments, conducting aural and textual research in general,
ethnography study and specialized archival research.
Over the course of the semester, we will examine some
of the main methods used by qualitative researchers in
the social sciences such as participant observation, inter-
viewing and historical analysis.

Studies in Computer-Mediated
Communication
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This course is designed to provide an overview of
scholarly research and theories on computer-mediated
communication (CMC), focusing on how people use this
relatively new form of human communication and how
various characteristics of the medium affect the proc-
esses and effects of communication. Topics include, but
are not limited to: gender and language, virtual
self-identity, self-disclosure and uncertainty reduction, so-
cial stereotyping, group decision-making and group-in-
duced opinion shift, social network, computer- supported
cooperative work (CSCW), and so on. Based on the
readings and discussions, students will be asked to for-
mulate their own research question and design a study
to address it in an empirical manner.

Seminar in Media Theories
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This course is designed to provide an understanding
and review of major classical thoughts and modern theo-
ries of media or communication technologies. Topics in-
clude: concept and nature of media, basic principles of
media technologies, genealogy of media, interrelation-
ships between media, media interfaces and sensory mo-
dalities, spatiality and temporality of media, and so on.
Based on the readings and discussions, students will be
asked to develop and formulate their own concept or
theory, and to complete their final term paper.
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Studies in Mass Culture
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This course examines popular culture the emergence
of mass culture vis-a-vis the development of capitalism.
It starts from the premise that popular culture, far from
being a frivolous or debased alternative to high culture,
is in fact an important site of popular expression, social
instruction, and cultural conflict, and thus deserves crit-
ical attention. We examine theoretical texts that help us
to analyze popular culture, even as we study specific
forms and artifacts of popular culture.

Studies in Visual Communication
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This course deals with the analysis of visual texts.
Students will examine what visual texts are made of and
learn how to analyze them. Based on structuralistic lin-
guistic models as well as literature and film theories,
students will have an opportunity to analyze actual texts,
such as newspaper photos, ads, TV dramas, and films.

Since visual texts allow a broader range of inter-

Studies in New Communication
Technologies
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Currently mankind is entering the Information Age as
a result of new communications media. In this class,
students will study the technological characteristics of
the new media and their possible effects on society and
civilization. Topics include the digital revolution, channel,
networking, changes in transmission methods, and
wired/wireless/packaged = communication  technologies

among others.
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Studies in Comparative Communication
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In this class we discuss how communication forms
vary according to the regional conditions of each nation.
Specifically, comparisons are made between communica-
tions forms in socialistic China and capitalistic Korea.
This comparison and analysis of different forms of re-
gional communication will not only provide a heightened
exposure to the structure of communications but also of-
fer students with a deeper understanding of it.

Studies in Oriental Communication History
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Traditional journalism history studies have been cen-
tered around thee West. This class covers developments
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in the East Asia with special emphasis on the im-
plementation processes in Korea, China, and Japan dur-
ing the modernization of journalism, as well as the social
effects of Western journalism. Emphasis will be given to
social, political, cultural, and ideological backgrounds of
the media development.
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Seminar in Communication Research
Methods
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This class is an advanced methodology seminar
course. The class reviews pros & cons of various re-
search methods and have student to apply these meth-
odologies to actual project in mass communication
research. Emphasis will be put on the controversial per-
spectives of each method. For the first half of the class
students presents and discusses the problems of the se-
lected research methods as a group, and the latter half
they propose and write a publication quality research pa-
per based on the previous discussions.
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Studies in East Asian Media

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Rhetoric and Democracy
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This seminar explores theoretical assumptions, practical
considerations, and social implications of ancient rhetor-
ical theories in relation to political practices in demo-
cratic societies. Based on the understanding of these as-
sumptions andconsiderations, this course raises questions
about rhetorical culture and its impacts on communica-
tive conditions of democratic citizenship.
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Studies in the Media and Democracy
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In this seminar, students explore various research top-
ics regarding the changes of media technology and their
impacts on democratization. Topics such as media use
and it impacts on social capital, media reform and de-
mocratization, public opinion formation, digital citizenship,
prospects of digital democracy and others are discussed.
At the end of the course, students are required to com-
plete a research proposal for an empirical research proj-
ect examining one the topics they choose.
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Studies in the Media and Audience
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Changes in the society and the media environment re-
quire different ways of studying media audience. In par-
ticular, the introduction of digital media calls for in-
novative methodological approaches to the quantitative
audience analysis. To address limitations of traditional
audience analysis methods, this course will examine such
methodological issues as new sampling and bias re-
